Whether we are living in the body or exiled from it, we are
intent on pleasing the Lord.

We are always full of confidence when we
remember that to live in the body means
to be exiled from the Lord, going as we
do by faith and not by sight - we are full of
confidence, | say, and actually want to be
exiled from the body and make our home
with the Lord.

Mk 4:26-34

The mustard seed, the smallest of all the seeds, grows into
the biggest shrub of all.

Gospel

Jesus said to the crowds, ‘This is what the
kingdom of God is like. A man throws seed
on the land. Night and day, while he sleeps,
when he is awake, the seed is sprouting
and growing; how, he does not know. Of
its own accord the land produces first the
shoot, then the ear, then the full grain in the
ear. And when the crop is ready, he loses no
time; he starts to reap because the harvest
has come.’

He also said, ‘What can we say the kingdom
of God is like? What parable can we find for
it? It is like a mustard seed which at the
time of its sowing in the soil is the smallest
of all the seeds on earth; yet once it is sown
it grows into the biggest shrub of them all
and puts out big branches so that the birds
of the air can shelter in its shade.’

Using many parables like these, he spoke
the word to them, so far as they were
capable of understanding it. He would not
speak to them except in parables, but he
explained everything to his disciples when
they were alone.

Reflection by Greg Sunter

This week’s gospel is a wonderful example
of the teaching style of Jesus. It even tells
us that ‘he would not speak to them
except in parables’. Jesus used the
parable form almost exclusively to share
his message. He used imagery that was
familiar to his audience; parables about
the everyday life of a rural community:
seeds, planting, growing, harvesting. The
secret of Jesus' parables, when we
understand the cultural context, is that
there was always a ‘twist in the tale’ -
what is called a ‘discombobulating shift’ -
that turns the expected outcome of the
story on its head.

This is nowhere more evident than in the
image of the mustard seed. On the
surface the parable is about the kingdom
of God starting from very small, humble
beginnings and growing into something
great. However, immediately prior to this
kingdom parable, Jesus has reminded us
that the community makes a living out of
growing grain crops like wheat for bread,
etc. His parable about the mustard seed
describes a tiny seed that grows into a
great shrub ‘so that the birds of the air
can shelter in its shade’. A farming
community that was growing grain crops
would be greatly alarmed at the thought of
actually attracting birds to their fields or
even nearby. Jesus’ message about the
kingdom of God is that it is actually
disruptive and invasive. The kingdom

brings unrest and disquiet to the
predictable. The kingdom of God is
unsettling. This is a much more

challenging parable than it appears from a
literal reading.

VERY REVEREND JOE CADDY, A.M.,
APPOINTED BISHOP OF CAIRNS

Last week, we heard that Pope Francis has appointed the Very
Rev Joseph (Joe) John Caddy AM, Vicar General of the
Archdiocese of Melbourne, as the new Bishop of Cairns in Far
North Queensland. In accepting his appointment, Fr Joe
expressed his gratitude to the Holy Father: ‘l am deeply humbled
by this appointment and wish to express my deepest thanks to
all the Clergy and faithful of Melbourne.” Fr Joe went on to recall
words of the Jesuit scientist and theologian, Pierre Teilhard de
Chardin:

“Above all, trust in the slow work of Cod...only God could say
what this new spirit gradually forming within you will be. Give
our lord the benefit of believing that His hand is leading you
and accept the anxiety of feeling yourself in suspense and
incomplete.”

With this thought in mind, we share the news that Fr Darien will
be leaving our parish after his appointed term of 6 years, and
will take up a new appointment as Parish Priest at St Michael’s
Ashburton in September. Fr Darien’s last ‘official’ day in our
parish will be Sunday 14™ July, but he will be here to lead our
Students from Our Lady Star of the Sea and St Aloysius Primary
Schools in their celebrations of First Eucharist during August.

The new Parish Priest for our parish takes up his appointment
here on 6™ November. Meanwhile, Fr Geoff Baron P.E. has very
kindly made himself available to live in our parish and celebrate
weekday and weekend Masses, along with another priest. We
will keep you posted as arrangements are finalised.
