Catholic Social Services Victoria: On Sunday 20th September 2020, 
we mark Social Services Sunday within the Catholic Archdiocese of 
Melbourne. On this day we are invited to give thanks and pray for all 
who stand with and provide support to those who are marginalised 
and vulnerable within our communities. We recognise with deep 
gratitude, those working within Catholic Social Services Victoria’s 45 
member organisations, the 7,000 staff and 17,000 volunteers, who 
together, serve more than 200,000 people in need each year.

We call to mind the 2020/21 Social 
Justice Statement brought out recently by the Australian Catholic
